RULES & REGULATIONS
1 LAW OF THE GAME / RULES
1.1 The Championship will be conducted under the present rules of the Badminton World Federation (BWF) and the Taiwan Senior Badminton Association EXCEPT that the Scoring System will be based on one game of 31 rally points system with 16 points to change ends.                         
1.2 All current National Players are NOT eligible. Those born who born in and after 1987 are also NOT eligible EXCEPT for Family event.
1.3 All Name and Age must be based on passport.  (e.g. 2011-1986=25 years old ). 
1.4 Each player is allowed a Maximum of 2 entries per player. (Including 3P event) 
              Each player is allowed only one category of combined age 100-160 years.
1.5 Players from different country are allowed to partner each other.
1.6 Different nationality may be paired in doubles event.                   
1.7 Champions & Runner-up in Level B Grade for 2009 & 2010 should play in Level A Grade in the 2011 World Morning Cup Championships.
1.8 Loser in Level A Grade for 2009 & 2010 may downgrade to enter in Level B Grade.
1.9 Father & Son/Daughter or Mother & Son/Daughter Doubles will be determined by parents’ age. Husband & Wife Doubles will be determined by the husband’s age. Son-in-law and Daughter-in-law are regarded as son and daughter.
1.10 Players of older category may take part in the younger age category events, except in Family event.
1.11 Event in Level A or Level B of the same age category may be combined when either one has less than three entries; or, may be cancelled if total entry is still less than three.(EXCEPT the age category of age 80 years and above)
1.12 Players should bring Identification document for verification when necessary.
1.13 Entry Fee: US$ 35.00 per player (includes Entry Fee 、T-Shirts、Raffle & Farewell Dinner party).
            The Welcome party is the freedom participated for US$ 20.00 per player.
No charge for player of age 80 years and above.

5.3. Rules of 3P Events

5.3.1.
Players: Each Entry for the 3P Event must consist of three players – either 1 Woman plus 2 Men or 2 Women plus 1 Man, hereafter designated as a “TEAM” 

5.3.2.
Position: A team using two players in front will be designated as player “A” and “B” and one player in the rear of court will be designated as “C”. Practically, player “C” should be the strongest of the team.
5.3.3. Scoring System: The rally point system should apply with server “A” or “B”

5.3.4. Receiving a Serve. Besides Player A or Player B to receive the service, Player C could only help to receive the long service for Player A or Player B. The front service can only be received by Player A and Player B.
6. SCORING SYSTEM

All events in this 40th World Morning Cup badminton championship will compete over ONE game of 31 rally points system.

All players are required to change ends of court at 16 points.
